People who are in need are often the most vulnerable to
human trafficking.

Human trafficking occurs when a person is tricked or forced into a
situation where they will be exploited for profit. To keep you and your
loved ones safe, be aware of the signs of human trafficking.

(O . |t someone is using debt as a way to convince you into doing
[LD} something you don’t want to do, this may be in an area of
concern.
« |f someone is convincing you to distrust your family or loved
ones and authorities, they may be an unsafe person.
- If you are experiencing anxiety about a situation or any physical
harm from someone, reach out for help right away!

You can stay safe by:

@ 1. Only accepting help from authorities, trusted organizations
and people you know.
2. Registering for temporary protection status in the country you
are living. This gives you legal status and access to government
benefits.
3. Always keep your identification documents safe and do not
give original documents to anyone.
4. Do not give anyone your mobile phone to keep.
5. If you decide to use a social media platform, make your
account private, giving you control over who can contact you and
See your posts.
6. Be suspicious of people who don't know you but want to
meet you in real life. Always tell someone if you're going to see
a stranger.
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Your awareness regarding the risks of human trafficking can
protect you and your loved ones from being harmed.
International Justice Mission (JM) is an international, non-profit
organization whose mission is to protect people from human trafficking.

General Indicators of Human Trafficking:

- Forced detention, control or inability to move freely.

- Limited social interaction and isolation.

- Forced to perform unpaid work or work without a contract

+ Anxious, submissive or fearful behavior.

- Forced to provide sexual services, begging, or commit criminal acts.
« Physical abuse and lack of medical care.

+ Forced living in overcrowded or unsanitary conditions.

- Lack of personal identification documents or control over them.
